Job Descriptions 
 

• Assist block captain supervisor with weekend responsibilities related to safety, traffic, 
artist setup/takedown, flooding precautions (barricades to close streets, mulch, 
temporary bridges), portapotty placement, street closures, trash removal, mapping out 
of park, water hookup, vendor liaison, grounds patrol, cross street closures and security 
liaison as it pertains to assigned block. 

BLOCK CAPTAINS (A,B & C) 

• Report trash overflow to volunteer assistant 
• Report possible flooding issues to Block Captain Supervisor 
• Deliver Standards Forms to Festival Director and/or complaints from artists on specific 

issues, as well as, complaints from artists on fellow artists 
• Develop and maintain artist relations as it pertains to assigned block 
• Time commitment:  Thursday (2 hours), all day Friday, Saturday and Sunday; however, 

most important times are Friday Noon to 7pm, Saturday 7AM to 10AM, Sunday, 10AM 
to Noon. 

 

• Assist with set up of Student Exhibit tent and display area 
STUDENT EXHIBIT CAPTAIN 

• Check in students 
• Maintain student volunteer schedule for exhibit 
• Assist students with putting up work and placards on display area 
• Due to inclement weather responsible for bring student artwork to information tent 
• Time commitment:  Friday 3PM – 6PM, all day Saturday and Sunday 

 

• Assist HHF staff with recruitment 
VOLUNTEER ASSISTANT 

• Oversee and direct all volunteers in the distribution of, but not limited to, trash cans, 
chairs, tables and handi wipes during set up. 

• Maintain volunteer schedule directing volunteers to souvenir tent, artist relief and trash 
removal during festival hours. 

• Due to inclement weather direct volunteers to assist block captains with mulch 
distribution and street closure 

• Assist with any other tasks deemed necessary by festival director, festival coordinator 
and Block Captain Supervisor 

• Time commitment: Friday 1PM – 7PM, all day Saturday and Sunday 
 

• Former outdoor artist to patrol park during festival hours 10AM – 2PM to ensure 
standards are enforced.
